Course Description and Requirements:

This course will focus on the further
development of the reading, writing, speaking, and listening skills introduced in the freshman
year. We will concentrate on poetry, drama, literary analysis, research skills, persuasive
speaking, analogical thinking, vocabulary development, and grammar.

Requirements:

Come to class prepared to learn! This includes having all of your supplies and a positive
attitude. Supplies include the textbook, paper, pen or pencil, binder, journal, and your planner.
Coming to class unprepared will result in a loss of participation points.

Classroom Management/Attendance:

The policies stated in the WHS Student Handbook will be followed. Attendance is a key factor
in successfully completing this class. 200 participation points are given each quarter. You are
responsible for obtaining and completing any missed work. In addition, several activities involve
classroom attendance and points for these activities cannot be made up. Tardies will not be
tolerated. Tardies result in the loss of 10 points. Note: It will be possible to receive a negative
grade in this area.

Assessment /Evaluation:

Grading will be on a point system. Points will be awarded for homework, daily activities,
participation, tests, essays and speeches. Grades can be determined by adding up the the point
totals and dividing it by the number possible.

Extra credit will be available from time to time throughout the semester. However, extra credit
will not be factored into your grade until the end of the semester, and you must receive at least a
C- (70%) in order to be eligible.
