New News  

Parents: Help your students prepare for AP test s May 5-14 

  --Check the schedule to make sure your student knows when and where 
his or her AP test is taking place (available from your AP teacher). 

  --Cell phones, MP3 players, pagers or PDAs will NOT be admitted into 
the exam room, even if they are turned off. 

  --Eat before the exam: There is no eating or drinking during the exams, 
although students may bring a snack or beverage for the 10-minute break. 

  --Bring a sweater or sweatshirt in case the room temperature is below 
comfort level. 

  --Bring pencils with good erasers (test them beforehand!) because 
students can lose points if their erased marks are not completely erased.  

  --Read Page 8 in the Bulletin for AP Students and Parents which lists other 
test requirements. 



  --Guessing on the Exams: Scores on the multiple-choice sections of the AP 
Exams are based on the number of questions answered correctly minus a 
fraction of the number of questions answered correctly. No points are 
awarded or deducted for unanswered questions. For questions with five 
answer choices, one-fourth of a point is subtracted for every wrong answer. 
For questions with four answer choices, one-third of a point is deducted for 
every wrong answer. Thus, random guessing is unlikely to raise or lower 
your grade. However, if you have SOME knowledge of the question and 
can eliminate one or more answer choices, informed guessing from among 
the remaining choices is usually to your advantage. 

IMPORTANT NOTE:  If students return to school after the test, they must 
check in with the Attendance Office. If students do not return to school 
after the test, their parents need to call the Attendance Office and excuse 
them for the remainder of the day.

Academic matters  

Teachers are here to help Tuesdays and Thursdays during Evening Study  

Evening Study provides teacher help from 6:30 to 8:30 p.m. on Tuesdays 
and Thursdays in the WHS Library. On Tuesdays, a Social Studies teacher 
and Science teacher will be available to help students with homework, 
research, and, in some cases, making up missed tests.  On Thursdays an 
English teacher and Math teacher will be available. The program is free and 
open to WHS students, who can also use library computers to do research 
and write papers. Books may not be checked out of the library at this time, 
but students can use reference materials in the library for research. 

  
Grade checks are just a click away!  

Parents and students can check grades online anytime with these simple 
steps: 

1.    Make sure you have your child’s student number. If you don’t 



know the number, ask your student, look on the top of the 
printed schedule your student received at the beginning of 
the year OR visit the WHS Counseling Office between 7:30 
a.m. and 4 p.m. 

2.    Go to the WHS website (http://whs.wsd.wednet.edu/) and 
click on Grades on the left side of the page 

3.    Click on Parent Login, and then Register. Enter your email 
address and then create a password. 

4.    Once your login is set up, you will be asked to add a student. 
Click on this icon and then put your student’s six-digit ID 
number in the box asking for “Student ID” AND the box 
labeled “Password.” 

Once the student ID has been accepted, just click on the icon that says: 
“Check grades for student ID.” The page not only tells you all your 
student’s grades at a glance, but also lets you look at details to see if your 
student has any missing assignments by clicking on the green “View 
Gradebook” icon next to their grade. You can also easily send an email to 
your student’s teacher by just clicking on the teacher’s name. 

  
Be a math homework hero!  

If your student is having trouble with math homework help is available 
online in Algebra, Geometry, Algebra 2, Pre-Calculus and Calculus. Math 
Department Co-Chair Ole Hedahl offers the following tips for getting 
online: 

1. Go to www.hotmath.com 

2. Click on the course your student is taking. 

3. Click on the textbook that your son or daughter is using and then find 
the page and problem number. If students have further questions they 
should speak with their teachers, who are generally to meet with students 
30 minutes before school begins, or at the end of the school day.

2 and Pre-Calculus classes only. Students will need to log in to view the 
books in PDF format:

The WHS Career Center can help fill gaps in Culminating Project 
portfolios  



This spring the Career Center is offering several sessions to help students 
collect missing data required for their Culminating Project (CP) portfolios. 
Most of these sessions will be geared toward groups to involve as many 
students as possible. Classes or other large groups may call to try to 
schedule alternate times at 663-8117, ext. 114:   

  
Accessing WOIS  Electronic Portfolio: Available at break each day) 
complete. This 10-minute session reminds students of their User Name and 
Password to WOIS for an already existing Electronic Portfolio. Once 
students have their user name and password for WOIS,  they can access 
their WOIS Portfolio at school or at home to print out the information they 
need.  We will be able to tell them by looking through our administrative 
access, if they have done the assessment previously.  No need to take it 
again if it has already been completed.....unless they would like to update 
it!    

  
Personal Statement writing session: Monday, March 3 at 8 a.m. This group 
session will assist students in writing  an Insight Resume, offer samples of 
personal statement formats, and provide guidelines in writing scholarship 
and college applications. 

  
Career Interest Area Activity (assessments): Monday, March 3 at 9 a.m. A 
group session that lasts about 30 minutes for students needing to create a 
Portfolio or do an assessment.  They then will print it and save it to their 
Electronic Portfolio.   

  
Resume and Cover Letter--Some students have stored community service, 
employment and other pertinent information in their WOIS Electronic 
Portfolio which can be used in a resume or cover letter writing.  By using 
WOIS and Word together you can create a resume--a snapshot of you!  This 
group session is for those who do not have a resume or cover letter 
through their vocational or business classes. It is suggested that you 
already have a WOIS Electronic Portfolio. This will be offered as a group. 
 Time to be announced. 

  
  



WASL related  

Out -of -State Transfer Students:   Students that transfered from another 
state after taking the home state's NCLB test (their version of the  high 
school WASL), should contact Mr. Lenard.  The reason is that a passing 
score on the state's test can have the corresponding sections of the WASL 
waived. Even if the home state's test was not passed, Mr. Lenard should 
still be informed because it can enable a student to access the state C.A.A. 
options (like the Collection of Evidence or SAT, ACT, and AP scores).  

  
WASL & Graduation Ceremony:  The Wenatchee School Board is going to 
allow the Class of 2008 to participate in this year's graduation ceremony as 
long as they meet all graduation requirements except for passing the 
WASL.  The board will only allow participation if these seniors attempt one 
of the following C.A.A. Options:   

1)  Submission of a sufficient Collection of Evidence.  The Collection of 
Evidence is done in the following classes:  Literacy Seminar, Applied Math, 
and Segmented Math.  It is possible for a student to do a Collection of 
Evidence independent of one of these classes, but it is very difficult.  See 
Mr. Lenard to get started if you aren't in one of those classes.   

2)  Take the SAT, ACT, or an approved AP test.  Go to the Career Center to 
get a Senior Calendar to see testing dates and registration deadlines.  The 
Wenatchee testing sites fill up fast so go as soon as you can to try to avoid 
taking the test out of town.  The state will pay for the SAT or ACT if it is 
being used to meet standard on the WASL.  See Mr. Lenard for a Fee 
Waiver Form.   

  
  
WASL Math Waiver:  The state will waive the WASL math requirement if 
students meet the following three conditions:   

1)  Like all students that have not met standard on the WASL, a Student 
Learning Plan must be completed.  Students should see Mr. Lenard if they 
have not completed one this year.   

-and- 

2)  The Class of 2008 must take the WASL at least one more time after their 
junior year.  THIS MEANS THAT IT IS ESPECIALLY IMPORTANT FOR 



SENIORS TO TAKE THE MATH WASL IN APRIL if they are using this 
waiver.  The Class of 2009 must attempt the WASL two more times after 
their sophomore year.  In both cases, a real attempt must be made at taking 
Math WASL.  The tests of students "playing connect-the-dots" will be 
invalidated and not count for this math waiver.   

-and- 

3)  The Class of 2009 must earn 2 credits of math after their sophomore 
year, and the Class of 2008 must earn 1 credit of math after their junior 
year.  STUDENTS THAT FAILED OR DID NOT TAKE MATH FIRST 
SEMESTER will need to double up on math or do some credit retrieval if 
they want to use this waiver.  

  
  
College tests can satisfy WASL requirements for repeat WASL takers  

According to WHS Student Success Facilitator Frederick Lenard, the state 
has decided that students who have taken the WASL at least once and not 
met standard can use a certain minimum score on the SAT, ACT, or (this 
year only) the PSAT or a score of 3 or better on some Advanced Placement 
(AP) exams to meet the high school graduation requirements in reading, 
writing and math.  This option is only available to students who have taken 
the WASL at least once and not met standard. 

The state will pay for the SAT or ACT if it is being used to meet standard 
on the WASL.  If this option is chosen, a fee waiver form must be obtained 
from Mr. Lenard (or off the OSPI website) and mailed with the SAT or ACT 
registration packet.  There is not an online registration option if the fee 
waiver is used.   

Students who have obtained the minimum necessary scores on one of the 
above exams should give Mr. Lenard a copy of the score report as well as a 
filled-in application form, which can be obtained in Mr. Lenard's office or 
on the OSPI website.   

The State Board of Education has approved the following minimum scores: 

Mathematics:  SAT:  470        ACT:  19        PSAT*:  47 

Reading:          SAT:  350        ACT:  13 



Writing:           SAT:  380        ACT:  Unavailable at this time 

*PSAT Math scores may not be used after August 2008.

Cell phone policy  

Cell phones and other electronic devices may not be used during 
instructional time or school activities during the school day (such as 
assemblies). Students who are sent to the office for violating this rule will 
receive MANDATORY Saturday school and a parent contact on their first 
offense and their phone or electronic device will be confiscated until their 
parent comes in for a conference on the second offense. A third offense will 
result in a short-term suspension.

Panther Prevention Corner  (Brought to you by Colleen Chamb erlin, 
WHS Substance Abuse Counselor)  

Nearly 8,000 Youths Drink Alcohol for the First Time Each 
Day Nov. 8, 2007—Thousands of youths use alcohol, tobacco, and other 
drugs for the first time each day in the United States, according to a recent 
analysis of data from the 2006 National Survey on Drug Use and Health 
(NSDUH). On an average day in the past year, 7,970 youths ages 12 to 17 
drank alcohol for the first time and 4,082 smoked cigarettes. 

More than 4,300 youths per day used at least one kind of illicit drug for the 
first time, primarily marijuana and pain relievers used nonmedically. The 
substances with the lowest number of initiates on an average day were 
methamphetamine and heroin.

Mysteries of WHS Revealed!  

(This is a regular offering for WHS families. If you have a question, let me 
know so we can get it answered!) 

How do I get my childÕs student ID number?  

First, ask your student. If your student can’t remember his or her six-digit 
ID number, look on the top right corner of his or her class schedule or come 
into the WHS Counseling office between 7:30 a.m. and 4 p.m.  

  
  
How do I add my studentÕs middle school grades for high -school level 
classes to his or her high school transcript?  Here’s a response from Counselor 
Doug Taylor: 

We have a form that students can pick-up in the WHS Counseling office for 
parents to request that high school level credit taken in the middle school 
be added to the student's transcript.We suggest that if grades are less than 
A for high school courses taken at the middle school, the student wait until 
the senior year to decide if they want the grades to go on the transcript.  
This is recommended because once the grades go on the transcript we 
cannot remove the grades and these grades may impact the student's 
overall GPA (grade point average) which could have an effect on 
scholarships and college applications.   

  
Do I have to speak to a live person at the Attendance Office if my 
student is ill, or can I just leave a message?  

In fact, if 
you know your student will be too sick to attend school the night before, 
you can call right then and leave a message saying your student won't be at 
school the next day because of illness. Be sure to leave the name of your 
student, your name, and a phone number where you can be reached. The 
direct line for the Attendance Office is 663-6903.
