2006: 22 credits, same general requirements as 2005. All students will have a culminating
project class and grade.

WASL pass or equivalent,
Culminating project required.

2008: 22 credits, same general requirements as 2007. WASL pass required, Culminating
Project required and 5 credits as a senior.

Student journalists at Wenatchee High School have earned several honors during a recent series of contests.

In March, the Columbia Scholastic Press Association in New York awarded The Apple Leaf its top honor, the Gold
Crown Award, placing it among the nation!s top scholastic newspapers. Just 24 Gold Crowns were awarded.

The Apple Leaf also earned second place for Best Edition in a contest sponsored by the Edward R. Murrow School of
Communication at Washington State University.

T findings from a longitudinal study of 10th graders. Among the findings are that students in the
lowest quartile of composite test scores make less focused use of library resources, while
students in the middle and highest three quartiles of composite test scores reported higher use
of library resources for assignments, in-school projects and research papers.

While WHS Library contains over 15,000 books, along with movies and magazines, some library
resources are available at home via the internet. We purchase full-text, keyword searchable books, journals,
encyclopedias, and newspaper articles in electronic (internet) format. Because we buy these resources,
users must login.
